CSWA-S Training signs will also be posted for directions, wind permitting, as you enter the parking lot.  
You may want to park on the far right side and rear area of the parking lot.  If you do not see any signs, 
enter through the main entrance.  You will be given directions to the Training Room located in the rear of 
Hospice House.  If that door is locked, directions will be given to enter through the side door.   
 
Driving Directions, in Savannah, from DeRenne Avenue and Abercorn Street: 

·  Continue to go east on DeRenne Avenue.   
·  Turn right at the Harry Truman Parkway and go south on the Parkway. 
·  Take the next Exit, Eisenhower Drive. 
·  Turn right at the light of Eisenhower Drive.  
·  Take the 1st right, after the Sallie Mood Drive traffic light.   

(If you reach the post office, you have just passed the 1st right.) 
·  Enter the Hospice Savannah parking lot on the left. 

Driving Directions from I-95: (This will get to DeRenne Avenue and Abercorn Street.) 
·  Take the I-16 East Exit to Savannah 
·  Take the 1st Lynes Parkway/516 Exit 
·  Stay on Lynes Parkway/516 until it becomes DeRenne at the 1st traffic light, Montgomery Street. 

(Do not take the Veterans Parkway) 
·  Get in the middle lane at the 1st traffic light, Montgomery Street. 
·  This narrows to two lanes after the 3rd traffic light, Abercorn Street.
